The Cabell County Sheriff's Department's 1978 Annual Report is herewith submitted
to you and the citizens of our community for the purpose of outlining the various
activities and accomplishments. We hope this report meets with the approval of the
Commission as well as all the citizenry of Cabell County.

This report has been designed to reflect graphically the tremendous increase in
services by this department to the community and to give a clearer understanding
of the work load produced with the number of personmnel.

As you are aware, in 1977 we assumed the responsibility of the Magisterial
Courts and one additional Circuit Court, due to the Judicial Reform, increasing the
volume of our work load tremendously. We are, of course, very appreciative that the
Commission authorized the employment of four additional deputies to handle this
added responsibility, however, we find this number of new persomnel to be inadequate
to effectively and efficiently carry out the new responsibilities which we assumed.

In 1977 we obtained through various organizations and citizens, three defibrilla-
tors at a cost of more than $15,000. In addition, cardiopulmonary resusitation (CPR)
classes were initiated for the citizens and 120 have now successfully completed the
course and are certified. It is imperative that our equipment be further updated in
1978 if we are to continue our increased services to the community and if we are
to serve the public effectively.

In addition, with the increase in narcotic-related crimes, we should give some
thought to the employment of a full-time narcotic officer in 1978.

The true professionalism which has become inherit within the department will,
with the continuing cooperation of the Cabell County Commission and the support of
the citizens, enable us to meet the increased demand for professional law enforcement

in Cabell County during 1978. Sincerely,

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The purpose of the Accident Review Board is to de-
termine whether or not there was negligence on the
part of the driver of a departmental vehicle, in-
volved 1in an accident. Should the Board majority
find the officer negligent, they may make one of
the following recommendations: dismissal; suspen-
sion of one day for each $100 of cumulative damage;
work one day off without pay for each $100 of cumu-
lative damage, not to exceed five days; forfeiture
of accumulated time, sick leave or annual Tleave,
not to exceed 40 hours; written reprimand to be
placed in personnel file; or an oral reprimand. The
Board members are appointed by the Sheriff for an
indefinite period of time and consists of: 1-Law

Enforcement Commander, 1-Law Enforcement Deputy,
1-S.7.0.P. officer and 1-Special Services deputy.
